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WAR IN UKRAINE
On 24 of February 2022 russia began 
a full-scale invasion of Ukraine. Our team 
was relocated to Lviv for 6 months.

We provided humanitarian aid for more 
than 1000 IDPs and LGBTIQ+ militaries 
who are on the frontline now.
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We organized temporary places for over-
night stays, charge devices, internet 
access, food, clothes, hygiene products 
(we operated shelters for 150 LGBTIQ+ 
and allies in Lviv). 
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We provided over 300 psychological 
consultations for Ukrainians (LGBTIQ+ 
and allies). 

Together with our partners, we provided 
reimbursement for the cost of medi-
cines to members of vulnerable groups 
affected by the war.

We also offered educational opportuni-
ties for LGBTIQ+ and allies who lost 
their jobs because of the war. They had 
the opportunity to take free online En-
glish language courses or other courses 
to acquire new professional skills. We 
are grateful to our partners who joined 
this initiative.

We also helped LGBTIQ+ and allies in 
need with temporary housing. In partic-
ular, we paid for their temporary accom-
modation in a hotel or hostel.
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And when the winter blackouts began 
due to russian missile attacks, we 
launched the initiative LIGHT THE LIGHT 
FOR UKRAINE. As part of the initiative, 
people could get a thermos or a burner 
for free. First of all, the initiative was fo-
cused on people who managed to leave 
the occupied cities or cities close to the 
front line, as well as for people living in 
regions with frequent and long-lasting 
blackouts.
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START FROM 
SCRATCH
As we watched the residents of our shel-
ters gradually get back on their feet and 
move on, we decided to take a more sus-
tainable approach and developed the 
Start from Scratch project. We engaged 
several Ukrainian businesses to support 
us in realizing the project (Grammarly, 
Solid English School, Projector, Hillel IT 
School). In the summer, we received an 
award at the East Meets West Confer-
ence (Bratislava) as an NGO that sup-
ports LGBTIQ+, IDPs during the russian 
invasion of Ukraine.

It assists LGBTIQ+ people and allies who 
have lost their jobs due to the war. We 
provided career consultations, and psy-
chological support, and covered profes-
sional skills and English language training 
for 65 people. 12 of them found jobs 
after our program.
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CIVIL PARTNERSHIPS
We continued work on civil partnerships. 
We had prepared 3 drafts of law and 
support from MP Inna Sovsun (party 
“Holos”).

We organized several discussions with 
LGTB activists to make the text of the 
law as acceptable as possible. We also 
held several roundtables to discuss the 
final text, and Jurfem's independent 
legal expertise was also conducted. After 
that, the draft law was prepared for reg-
istration and MPs' votes supporting reg-
istration were collected (18 MPs).
In parallel, we launched a website, rivnip-
rava.com, explaining what rights civil 
partnerships protect.
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Also, we started cooperation with the 
most prominent media holding company 
in Ukraine — Starlight Media. They creat-
ed a video in support of civil partner-
ships and we scheduled it to premiere 
in February 2023.
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HEALTH DIRECTION
Due to martial law, about 5 million inter-
nally displaced people are in Ukraine. In 
addition, infrastructure facilities are sub-
jected to massive shelling by russia daily. 
So all this worsened access to medi-
cines, testing, services, consultations, 
etc. 

We helped 206 people get tested for 
syphilis, hepatitis, and HIV. And 199 
people received free consultations with a 
friendly psychologist.
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FORUM OF ALLIES 
"BAM!"
On November 24, we held our annual 
Forum of allies “BAM!” (business/activ-
ism/media). This time, we focused on 
how to move the democratic process 
forward in Ukraine during the war. 
Human rights activists, politicians, busi-
ness representatives and bloggers were 
invited to participate in the discussions.

The Forum was videotaped and posted 
on YouTube. In total, more than 
25k people watched it.

We also made Allies at War — a series 
of interviews and stories with different 
people in the war — LGBTIQ+ people, 
allies, military, volunteers, etc. This 
series of materials was translated into 
German, English, Italian, Polish, Dutch, 
and French to make the international 
community aware of Russia's aggression 
in Ukraine.
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PHOTO EXHIBITION 
"LGBTIQ+ IN DEFENSE 
OF UKRAINE"
The exhibition featured portraits of 
Ukrainian LGBTIQ+ war heroes and activ-
ists. The idea of the photo project was to 
show the unity and courage of the 
Ukrainian people, of which the LGBTIQ+ 
community is an integral part. Fulcrum 
UA supported the organization of the 
photo exhibition, and Tymur Levchuk and 
Tanya Kasyan were among the heroes of 
the exhibition. 
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EQUALITY MARCH 
IN WARSAW
We also took part in the Equality March 
held in Warsaw. We were walking for 
Ukraine, for our freedom, for equality, for 
unity! And against Russian aggression!
We sang Ukrainian songs, sent Russian 
ships in a certain direction and loudly 
declared to thousands of people nearby 
that Kherson, Mariupol, Luhansk are all 
Ukrainian cities!
